PREFACE

This report summarizes the results from the 2013 Household Socio-Economic Survey in
which the National Statistical Office (NSO) has collected information every month in all provinces
and in both municipal and non-municipal areas (January to December 2013). The report aims to
present important information such as income, expenditures, debt, and income distribution of
household. In the 2013 survey, it was found that households in the Central region had average
monthly income and expenditure 26,114 and 19,728 Baht, respectively. The average amount of debt
was 145588 Baht per household which was about 5.6 times the average monthly income. An
increase in the income inequality has also been observed. More precisely, when all households were
equally devided into 5 groups, the percentage share of the least income group decreased slightly
(1.2%) from 2011 to 2013, while the share of the highest income group increased by 0.3 percent.

The National Statistical Office (NSO) absolutely hopes that this report would be useful for

any agency, both in public and private, academic institutions, and people in general.
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The National Statistical Office has carried
out the 2013 Household Socio-economic Survey from
January to December 2013. The survey covered
household samples in both municipal and non-
municipal area in every province. The sample size
for this survey was approximately 52,000 households,
of this 13,500 households were in the Central
region. The survey collected detailed information
on income, expenditure, debt and asset of
households as well as their housing characteristics.
In the survey, expenditure data referred to
expenditure for necessary items for daily life,
which excluded saving and capital formation
expenditures such as purchase or hire-purchase of
house and land. The result of the 2013 survey in

Central region is as following.

1. Household Income (2013)

The result of the 2013 survey showed
that households in Central region earned on
average 26,114 baht per month. The major source
of earnings (77.7%) was from economically active
such as wages and salaries (45.8%), followed by
net profit from non-farm business (17.5%), and
net profit from farming (14.4%). Income from
economically inactive was mainly from assistance
from other persons outside the household or
from the government (8.7%), followed by income
from asset and property rental such as interest
receipt (1.1%). The other source of earning
(non-money income) was from assistance in term

of welfare/goods and services (11.4%).

2. Household Expenditurelz/(2013)

During the 2013 survey, households in
the Central region spent on average 19,728 baht
per month, or approximately 75.5 percent of their
income. By this amount, 87.4 percent was spent
on household consumption, of which 34.8 percent
spent on food, beverages and tobacco, 1.5 percent
spent on alcoholic beverages and 0.7 percent
spent on tobacco products. The following were the
expense on vehicle and transportation (19.8%),
housing and household operation (18.7%), personal
care/clothing/footwear (5.7%), communication (3.2%),
recreation/entertainment/religion (25%), medical and
health care (1.4%), education (1.3%). Finally, the rest
(12.6%) was spent on non-consumption expenditure
such as taxes, ¢ift, insurances, lottery and gambling,

and interest payment.

3. Household Debt (2013)

During the 2013 survey, nearly half of
households in the Central region (45.1%) were
indebted, the average debt was 145,588 baht per
household or approximately 5.6 times the
household income. Most of the household debt
(72.7%) was for household spending, of this
amount 37.3 percent was for the purpose of
purchase/hire  purchase of house and land,
followed by the purpose of household
consumption (34.7%), and for education (0.7%).
The rest were for business operation in non-farm
business (14.0%) and for agricultural operation
(12.7%).

Concerning by type of occupation, it was
found that households of employed professional,
technical and executive workers earned the
highest income about 49,661 baht per month,
followed by households of operators in non-farm
business and households of farm operators
mainly renting land/occupied free (30,904 and
30,153 baht, respectively). The lowest earning
approximately 12,712 baht per month was of
households of farm workers. The result also
showed that by type of occupation, most of
households with high income also spent more
and had high amount of debt.

Furthermore, it was noticed that households
of economically inactive had the ratio of expenditure
to income approximately 94.2 percent, resulting
in the lowest proportion of their remaining money
for saving and repaying debt comparing to other

occupational groups (which were around 61%-88%).

5. Comparing Distribution of Household
Income (2011 to 2013)

In the analysis of income distribution,
households were equally divided into 5 groups,
from those with the lowest to the highest of their
monthly income per capita (the first group earned
the lowest income, while the fifth eroup earned
the highest income). The result showed that
the percentage share of income of the fifth group
was 40.4 percent, whereas that of the first group
was 7.0 percent. Furthermore, it was found that
income inequality had slightly increase. That is,
the percentage share of income of the highest
income group slightly increased from 40.1 percent
in 2011 to 40.4 percent in 2013. However, of the
lowest group showed a decrease in the share
of income from 8.2 percent to 7.0 percent.
In addition, the result of the Gini Coefficient
analysis had increased from 0.286 in 2011 to
0.301 in 2013.

An average monthly income per capita
increased from 6,737 baht in 2011 to 8,922 baht
in 2013. Households of the highest income group
had an average monthly income per capita rising
from 18,185 baht to 25,175 baht. In the meantime,
households of the lowest income group also
experienced an increase in an average monthly
income per capita rising from 2,219 baht to

2,524 baht.

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1.1 Background

The National Statistical Office (NSO) first
conducted the Household Socio-economic
Survey in 1957 and repeatedly organised the
survey round every five years. Due to the rapid
economic expansion and the social change, during
1987 and 2004 the survey was conducted
every two years, and from 2006 onwards NSO
has carried out the survey every year. The 2013

survey is the twenty - five round of this kind.

1.2 Objective

The objective of the survey is to collect
the detailed information on economics and
social matters of the household such as
income, expenditures, assets, liabilities, structure
of household members, housing characteristics,
migration and remittance transfer as well as
the information on access to social welfare/

government program and public services.

1.3 Scope and Coverage

The survey covered all private, non-
institution households residing in all provinces,
and also in both municipal and non-municipal
areas (excluding households of foreign diplomats

and other temporary residents).

1.4 Time Reference
1) During the past 12 months

During the past 12 months refers to
the twelve months before the month in which
the interview was conducted. For instance, an
interview conducted in February 2013, during
the past 12 months referred to the period
from “February 2012 to January 2013”.

The time reference “during the past 12
months” is used to ask for the information on
household income and the expenditure on
goods and services, which are occasionally
occured during the year, then calculated for

an average expenditure per month.

2) The previous month
The previous month refers to the
calendar month before the month in which
the interview was conducted. For example, an
interview conducted in February 2013, the
previous month referred to the period from “1
to 31 January 2013”.

The time reference “the previous month”
is used to ask for the information on household
income and the expenditure on goods and
services, which are regularly occurred during

the year.



3) The previous week

The previous week refers to the
calendar week before the week in which the
interview was conducted. For example, an
interview conducted in the second week of
the month, the previous week referred to the
first week of the month (Monday - Sunday).

The time reference “the previous
week” is only used to ask for the information
of the expenditure on food, beverages and

tobacco.

1.6 Definitions
1.Work Status
Work Status refers to the status of person
who works in all kinds of economically activity

such as

1) Employer

An employer is defined as a person
who operates his own enterprise (or jointly
with others in form of a partnership), with an
authority to make decision on operating the
enterprise and a full responsibility for all risks
(their earning depends upon their performance),
either for profit or dividends and hires one or
more employees, which is on the basis of

continuous employment.

2) Ownraccount worker without employee

An own-account worker is a person

who operates an enterprise on his own
account (or jointly with others in form of a
partnership), with an authority to make
decision on operating the enterprise and a full
responsibility for all risks (their earning
depends upon their performance), either for
profit or dividends without engaging any
employees (on the basis of continuous
employment) but may have family members

or apprentices who work without pay.



3) Unpaid family worker

An unpaid family worker is a person
who normally works without pay on a farm or
in a business enterprise owned or operated by
any household member but does not involve
as partnership, sometimes compensation has
been made but not for hiring purpose.

4) Employee

An employee is a person who works
for pay, which is on the basis of continuous
employment, without any authority to make
decision on operating the enterprise. Wages
can be made in the form of per month, per
day, per hour, per unit of goods or services, or
per contract, and it can be paid either by cash
or goods.

5) Producer’s cooperative

A producer’s cooperative is a group
of person who hold a “self-employment” job
in a cooperative producing goods and services,
in which each member takes part on an equal
footing with other members in determining
the organization of every production processes,
as well as the distribution of the proceeds of
the establishment amongst their members.
A producer’s cooperative can be set up either
in the form of corperate or non-corperate
group.

The work of the establishment can
be operated by all members or hiring some
members or others outside the group. (Hence,
that person who works for pay, either being
members of the group or not, is called an

“employee” for this enterprise)

For example, a producer’s cooperative for
farm business (flower planting, frog capturing, etc.),
a group for agricultural intermediate products
(production of shrimp paste, fish sauce, potato
crisp, etc.), and a group for local handicraft

products (clothing, bamboo handicrafts, etc.).

2. Household Income

Household income refers to the receipts
interms of cash or goods/services in which
household received as part of pay or
produced for own-account or earned from

property or received free.
1) Current Income
(1)  Income received from employment

or own-account working

- Eamning from wages and salaries
(including employment welfare)
(income before any deduction
for taxes, provident payment,
social insurance, etc.)

- Earning from business, industry
or profession other than farming
(the revenue plus the value of
goods/services, which produced
on own-account and consumed for
final use, minus the operation cost)

- Earning from farm business
(the total value of agricultural

products minus the operation cost)

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Chapter 2
Major Findings

2.1 Household Income (2013)

The result of the 2013 survey showed
that households in Central region earned on
average 26,114 baht per month. The major source
of eamings (77.7%) was from economically active
such as wages and salaries (45.8%), followed by
net profit from non-farm business (17.5%), and
net profit from farming (14.4%). Income from
economically inactive was mainly from assistance
from other persons outside the household or
from the government (8.7%), followed by income
from asset and property rental such as interest
receipt (1.1%). The other source of earning
(non-money income) was from assistance in term
of welfare/goods and services (11.4%).

Concerning by area, it was found that
households in municipal area earned on average
considerably g¢reater than households in
non-municipal area (28,513 and 24,771 baht,
respectively). The main sources of household
income in municipal areas were from wages and
salaries and net profit from non-farm business
(49.9% and 22.0%, respectively), while households
in  non-municipal area primarily earned from
wages and salaries and net profit from farming
(43.1% and 19.8%, respectively).

During the 2013 survey, households in
the Central region spent on average 19,728 baht
per month, or approximately 75.5 percent of their
income. By this amount, 87.4 percent was spent
on household consumption, of which 34.8 percent
spent on food, beverages and tobacco, 1.5 percent
spent on alcoholic beverages and 0.7 percent
spent on tobacco products. The following were the
expense on vehicle and transportation (19.8%),
housing and household operation (18.7%), personal
care/ clothing/footwear (5.7%), communication
(3.2%), recreation/entertainment/religion (2.5%),
medical and health care (1.4%), education
(1.3%). Finally, the rest (12.6%) was spent on
non-consumption expenditure such as taxes, gift,
insurances, lottery and gambling, and interest

payment.

Concerning by area, the result showed
that households in  municipal area and
non-municipal area spent mostly on food,
beverage and tobacco (33.6% and 35.6%
respectively), followed by expenditure on
vehicle and transportation (18.9% and 20.3%
respectively). Moreover, the share of expense on
non-consumption expenditure was higher in

municipal area than non-municipal area.

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2.3 Household Debt (2013)

During the 2013 survey, nearly half of
households in the Central region (45.1%) were
indebted, the average debt was 145,588 baht
per household or approximately 5.6 times the
household income. Most of the household debt

(72.7%) was for household spending, of this amount

37.3 percent was for the purpose of purchase/hire
purchase of house and land, followed by the
purpose of household consumption (34.7%),
and for education (0.7%). The business operation
in non-farm business (14.0%) and rest were for
agricultural operation (12.7%).

Concerning by area, it was noticed that
two main purposes of borrowing for indebted
households in municipal area were for buying or
hire-purchasing house and/or land and for
household consumption (39.0% and 33.8%,
respectively). For indebted households in non-
municipal area, their borrowing purposes were
mostly for buying or hire-purchasing house and/or
land and for household consumption (36.1% and

35.3%, respectively).

2.4 Indebted Household
Informal Loans (2013)
The majority of indebted households in

Formal and

Central region borrowed from formal sector. The
share of indebted households with formal loan
only was the largest (87.7%), followed by those
with both formal and informal loans (5.5%),
while those with informal loan only was 6.8
percent. The result also revealed that average
amount of formal loan was 36 times that of

informal loan (141,720 and 3,867 baht, respectively).

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2.5 Formal and Informal Loans by Purpose
(2013)

The result of the 2013 survey revealed
that the main purpose of indebted households
with formal loan was for buying house/land
(38.1%), follow by the purpose of household
consumption (34.6%). The loan for non-farm
business had a share of 13.5 percent while that
for farming was 12.6 percent. The loan for

education, though, had only small share (0.7%).

In contrast, household consumption was
the main purpose (36.6%) for indebted households
with informal loan. The following purposes were
for non-farm business, for farming and for buying
house/land, (34.8%, 18.6% and 6.1%, respectively).
Similarly with indebted household with formal
loan, the purpose of education was very small
(1.1%).

During 2004 to 2013, the overall figure
showed that income was higher than expenditure
for necessary items for daily life. In addition to
this, income had increased from 16,355 baht in
2004 to 18,932 baht in 2008, then increased to
20,952 baht in 2009. However, expenditure had
decreased from 15,373 baht in 2006 to 15,168 baht
in 2008, then decreased to 17,107 baht in 2009.

Then in 2013, income and expenditure both
increased to 26,114 and 19,728 baht, respectively.
Considering the different between income and
expenditure in 2013, it was found that income
was higher than expenditure for necessary items
for daily life about 6,386 baht per household or
approximately 2,202 baht per capita, which was
mainly used to repay debt.

Concerning the proportion of debt to
income, it was found that the figure in 2004 was
the highest comparing to other years (7.0 times).
However, the figure declined to 5.9 in 2006 and
2007 and decreased to 5.2 times in 2011.

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2.8 Comparing Percentage of Indebted
Households and Average Amount of Debt
(2004 to 2013)

From 2004 to 2013, indebted households
decreased from 62.3 percent to 45.1 percent.
The fall of average amount of debt was found
from 115,184 baht in 2004 to 112,342 baht in
2007, then increased to 131,902 baht in 2009. The
considerably decrease of the average debt to
109,168 baht was found in 2011 as several
province experienced severe flooding during the
later part of the year it increased again to 145,588
baht in 2013.

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2.9 Comparing Distribution of Household

Income (2011 to 2013)

In the analysis of income distribution,
households were equally divided into 5 groups,
from those with the lowest to the highest of their
monthly income per capita (the first group earned
the lowest income, while the fifth group earned
the highest income). The result showed that the
percentage share of income of the fifth group was
40.4 percent, whereas that of the first group was
7.0 percent. Furthermore, it was found that
income inequality had slightly increased. That is,
the percentage share of income of the highest
income group slightly increased from 40.1 percent
in 2011 to 40.4 percent in 2013. However, the
lowest group showed a decrease in the share of
income from 8.2 percent to 7.0 percent. In
addition, the result of the Gini Coefficient analysis
had increased from 0.286 in 2011 to 0.301 in 2013.

An average monthly income per capita
increased from 6,737 baht in 2011 to 8,922 baht
in 2013. Households of the highest income group
had an average monthly income per capita rising
from 18,185 baht to 25,175 baht. In the meantime,
households of the lowest income group also
experienced an increase in an average monthly
income per capita rising from 2,219 baht to

2,524 baht.

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APPENDIX
Methodology

1. Sample Design
A Stratified Two-stage Sampling was adopted for the survey. Bangkok Metropolitan and other Provinces
were considered to be constituted strata. There were altogether 77 strata, each stratum (except Bangkok
Metropolitan) was divided into two parts according to the type of local administration area corresponding
to the Department of Provincial Administration, namely, municipal areas, and non-municipal areas.
1) Selection of Primary Sampling Units
The sample selection of enumeration area was performed separately and independently in
each part by using probability proportional to the total number of households in that enumeration area.
2) Selection of Secondary Sampling Units
In this stage, private households were the ultimate sampling units. Households in every
enumerating area sample were listed to serve as the sampling frame then the set of households was
rearranged by size of household (classified by number of household members) and type of economic
household (determined on the basis of the occupational type which produces the highest income in
the household). Finally, private sampled households were selected by using the systematic method in
each type of local administration with the following sample sizes :
(1) 15 households from each of enumerating area sample in municipal areas
(2) 10 households from each of enumerating area sample in non-municipal areas

The total number of private sampled households for the whole year was 52,000 households.

2. Method of Estimation

The results of the survey were presented at regional level and provincial level. At the reginal
level, the results were reported for Bangkok Metropolitan and the three provinces (Nonthaburi,
Pathum Thani and Samut Prakan), Central region (exclude Bangkok Metropolitan and the three
provinces), Northern region, Northeastern region and Southern region. The result at local administrative

area also presented for the regional level. The estimation processes were the following stages:

5. Data Collection

The sample of about 52,000 households, in both municipal and non-municipal areas, was
divided into twelve equally representative sub—samples. Each sub-household group was interviewed
for the period of one-month. The survey data was collected by an interviewing method. The
interviewers were sent out to interview the household head or other household members of the

sample households. The period of data collection started from January to December 2013.

6. Data Processing

AWl recorded questionnaires were preliminarily reviewed, edited and encoded in each
provincial office before sending the raw data file to the NSO headquarter. All raw data were,
consequently, computerizedly edited for the final review. After several stages of data correction,

the results were then tabulated.
